Essential Learning Outcomes – Grade 8

Humanities 8

Student will be able to:

· Identify and clarify a topic

· Gather, organize, interpret and evaluate information from a variety of print and non-print sources

· Plan, revise, document, defend and present information

· Read widely a variety of local, Canadian and world literature

· Apply strategies for understanding what they read, view and hear 

· Understand and appreciate a variety of genres: novels, poetry, short stories and non-fiction

· Respond creatively, personally and analytically in written, spoken and graphic form to a variety of poetry, fiction and non-fiction

· Generate a focused topic, then gather and organize information for a variety of specific writing tasks.

· Apply knowledge of the conventions of language in their written and spoken expression

· Use language creatively to explore and express their written and spoken expression

· Work individually, in small groups and as a class to explore ideas, accomplish goals, maintain relationships and build community.

· Appreciate the power and beauty of language, both in their own creations and in the creations of others.

In an examination of civilizations from 500 to 1600, students will be able to:

· Describe, compare and identify factors that influence the development and decline of world civilizations

· Identify, describe and demonstrate awareness of cultural achievement, preservation of identify and adaptation to change.

· Explain the development of government and legal structures and their influence on the balance between the individual and society.

· Assess the impact on civilizations of contact, conflict and conquest

· Describe, compare and analyze basic economic systems, technological and scientific innovations and assess their effects on society.

Math 8

The students will:

· Apply indirect measurement procedures to solve problems, generalize measurement patterns and procedures, and solve problems involving area and perimeter

· Students will use simple related sentences to express ideas orally, and to some extent, in written form

· Student will apply a range of language learning strategies to assist in the recognition, acquisition, and comprehension of key vocabulary and grammar forms

· Student will view, listen to, and read creative works in the French language, and respond to them in a personal way

· Student will identify elements of Francophone cultures in Canada and the world

· Student will utilize French resources in order to complete and present an authentic task

Environmental Education

Students are expected to:

· Explain their understanding of depletion, pollution and extinction

· Develop an awareness of environmental sustainability by actively participating in sustainability initiatives in Richmond.

· Describe local environments (Costal B.C.) and their impact on human populations.

· Explain how population crisis and consumption crisis contribute to environmental problems

· Describe how science is used to solve environmental problems

· Use a decision-making model to make decisions about environmental issues

· Distinguish between biotic and abiotic factors in an ecosystem

· Describe ways in which species interact

· Describe energy flow and cycling of materials in an ecosystem

· Develop an awareness of the role of water in our environment

The Way Things Work
The students will:

· Design and construct devices that use different forms of energy to operate

· Design and construct a control device that senses, switches or regulates

· Be made aware of correct and safe use of shop tools, as well as potential shop hazards

· Produce initial concept sketches and final drawings using a design process

Drama

It is expected that students will:

· Use background knowledge to increase their understanding in content areas of the curriculum

· Developing and practicing independent writing using appropriate verb tense, conversational language and figures of speech
