Essential Learning Outcomes – Grade 9

Humanities 9

Student will be able to:

· Read widely a variety of local, Canadian and world literature

· Develop and apply extensive strategies to anticipate, predict and confirm meaning in what they read, view and hear

· Understand and appreciate a variety of genres: novels, poetry, short stories and non-fiction

· Respond creatively, personally, and analytically in written, spoken and graphic form to a variety of poetry, fiction and non-fiction

· Generate a focused research topic, then gather and organize information for a variety of specific writing tasks

· Apply knowledge of the conventions of language in their written and spoken expression.

· Use language creatively to explore and express their thoughts, ideas, feelings and experiences

· Use language analytically to form, express and defend an opinion on a controversial issue.

· Work individually, in small groups and as a class to explore ideas, accomplish goals, maintain relationships and build community

· Use skills in self and peer editing as they apply to the writing process.

· Use rubrics and examples to assess their own writing and take responsibility for their own language development.

· Appreciate the power and beauty of language, both in their own creations and in the creations of others.

Students will be able to: (applications of Social Studies)

· Identify and clarify a problem, issue or inquiry

· Gather, interpret and evaluate information from a variety of print and non-print sources

· Analyse the relationship between Aboriginal people and Europeans and explain the role of each in the development of Canada

· Describe and assess the factors influencing the development of identity, and the roots of cultural and social issues.

· Examine the contributions of the English, French and American revolutions to the development of democratic concepts

· Define colonialism, imperialism, nationalism, revolution and conflict

· Investigate the roots of Canada’s political and legal systems and their relation to social conditions

· Assess how economic systems contributed to the development of early Canada

· Analyse factors that influenced the initial exploration of North America

Math 9

Problem Solving - It is expected that the students will:

· Solve mathematically-based problems that are both within the content area, and cross-curricular

· Develop skills and strategies to determine correct and reasonable solutions both individually and cooperatively

Numbers - It is expected that the students will:

· Demonstrate applications of square roots, exponents, rational numbers

· Learn proper keying sequences using a scientific calculator to solve complex equations

Patterns and Relations - It is expected that the students will:

· Write equivalent forms of algebraic expressions or equations

· Identify constant terms, coefficients, and variables in polynomial expressions

· Evaluate polynomial expressions

· Solve first degree, single-variable equations, and use to model and solve problems and applications

Shape and Space - It is expected that the students will:

· Explain the meaning of sine, cosine, and tangent ratios in right triangles

· Demonstrate the use of trigonometric ratios in solving right triangles

· Model and solve given associated problem situations, using appropriate technology

· Draw the plan and elevation of a 3-D object from sketches and models

· Explain why two triangles are congruent, and use the properties of congruent triangles to solve problems

Statistics and Probability - It is expected that the students will:

· Design, conduct, and report on an experiment to investigate a relationship between two variables

· Identify and justify conclusions related to scatter plots and linear relationships

· Demonstrate decision-making based on probability that may be a combination of theoretical calculations, experimental results, and subjective judgements

· Reflect upon the role of probability and statistics in society

Science 9

A - Life Science

1. Body Systems – it is expected that students will:

· Demonstrate an understanding of the functions and operations of organs and organ systems within the human body

· Consider the implications of biomedical technologies upon our human body systems
2. Factors Affecting Body Systems – it is expected that students will:

· Distinguish how hormones, chemicals, drugs, diet, lifestyle, and the environment can affect body systems

· Explain the effects and symptoms of various body system diseases and their causes
3. Chemistry – it is expected that the students will:

· Demonstrate the differences between physical and chemical processes affecting body systems

B - Chemistry

1. Chemistry – it is expected that the students will:

· Explain the effects of various factors in chemical reactions including describing and predicting observations based on properties of elements

· Compare and contrast physical and chemical processes
C - Physical Science

1. Physical science – it is expected that the students will:

· Infer the Law of Conservation of Energy through experimentation while analyzing the relationships between energy, force, work, and power

· Investigate the efficiency of various mechanical systems and concepts
D - Astronomy

1. Astronomy – it is expected that the students will:

· Describe the organization of the Solar System including factors affecting star classification and cycles

· Investigate remote sensing techniques and reflect upon astronomical discoveries and current understanding of the universe
E - Applications of Science

1. Applications of Science – it is expected that the students will:

· Identify, evaluate, and assess dangers associated with both procedures and equipment used in the lab environment

· Collect, synthesize, and make sense of data when evaluating scientific claims

· Take responsibility for the safe and accurate use of equipment and materials to ensure personal safety

· Describe relationships and analyze patterns of change

· Explain how scientific principles are applied in technology

· Identify sources of error in measurement

Level 1
· Use and read single words or simple phrases when using oral and / or written skills for communication

· Increase the fluency of spontaneous speech

· Use illustrations to help communicate and increase participation in class discussions

· Recognize sound-symbol relationships when listening to read alouds and participating in choral reading activities

· Participate in draft writing and editing

Level 2

· Increase familiarity with sound-symbol relationships during choral and group reading activities

· Use background knowledge to increase their understanding in content areas of the curriculum

· Develop and practice independent writing; become developing knowledge of English language structure

· Knowledge of and participation in Canadian traditions, festivals and culture

Level 4
· Use more complex words and phrases as well as sustain conversations for longer periods of time

· Continue to increase fluency and confidence when reading, writing and speaking

· Read and demonstrate comprehension of increasingly complex literature (story elements, main ideas, critical analysis)

· Develop and practice independent writing using appropriate verb tense, conversational language and figures of speech

· Use background knowledge to increase understanding in content areas of the curriculum

· Discuss and debate points of view

· Knowledge of and participation in Canadian traditions, festivals and culture

· Demonstrate cultural integration: knowledge of Canadian symbols, geography, citizenship and communication practices

Level 5
· Use more complex words and phrases as well as sustain conversations for longer periods of time

· Engage in activities which increasingly use precise vocabulary and expose students to a wider variety of literature and genres

· Continue to increase fluency and confidence when reading, writing and speaking

· Read and comprehend increasingly complex literature 

· Demonstrate knowledge of literary terms and poetic devices and interpret themes

· Developing and practicing independent writing using appropriate verb tense, conversational language and figures of speech

· Discuss and debate issues and current events

· Demonstrate cultural integration: knowledge of Canadian symbols, geography, citizenship and communication practice.
